Dear Parents / Carers
Re: Reception 2026 parent meeting
I would like to take this opportunity to welcome you to Old Fletton Primary School and to thank you for choosing our school for your child. We have now received the allocation lists for September 2026 and would like to outline the transition process at Old Fletton Primary School.

We will be holding parent information meetings on Wednesday 3rd June at 4.00pm or 5.30pm in the school hall. We are trying to spread the number of people attending equally across the two meetings so we request that you book your place by emailing office@oldfletton.peterborough.sch.uk or phoning 01733 554457. The purpose of the meeting is to introduce you to our Early Years Team and to talk you through school life here at Old Fletton Primary School. It is really helpful if you are able to arrange childcare so that you can attend without your child as we will be sharing lots of information. We will be covering several aspects during our presentation including:

· The curriculum

· Assessment

· School uniform

· The school day

· Behaviour policy

· School ethos

· Transition period

· Things to do that will help to prepare your child for school

I hope that by having more information about these things you will feel more informed and confident about the process of your child starting school. We will also be happy to answer any questions that you may have. I appreciate it can be a highly emotional and significant time for both yourself and your child, so at Old Fletton we try to do as much as we can to ease this process. There will also be the opportunity for you to meet the Reception class teachers, to ask questions and share information about your child. We will provide you with a booklet of information to help with things like timings of the school day, where to buy uniform, what to do if your child is poorly or needs medicine in school etc.

At the meeting you will be able to sign up for one of our informal visits to the Reception classes. You and your child are invited to one of our ‘stay and play’ sessions which will give you and your child the opportunity to have a good look around and see what the classrooms are like. These sessions will run from 3:30pm to 4:15pm on Wednesday 10th June, Wednesday 17th June, Wednesday 24th June and Wednesday 1st July. 

During the meeting, you will receive information about our ‘Move Up’ sessions. These sessions are scheduled for the 15th and 16th July and will give your child the chance to spend 1 or 2 morning or afternoon sessions in school with both of the class teachers and a small group of their future classmates. 

Later in July / early August, your child will receive a personalised letter from their new teacher outlining exactly what they will be doing on their first day at school; a personal touch to try and alleviate any last minute worries. This is when you will be informed about which of the Reception teachers your child will be with in September. The reason classes are not set before this is so that we can get to know your child before making a decision about what is best for them. 
Many of you have already provided your documentation that is needed. This includes your child’s birth certificate or passport and two documents to confirm your address, such as council tax bill, driving licence or a recent utility bill (less than 3 months old). Other documents can be used so just ask if you cannot provide the suggested ones. Please bring these into the school office to be photocopied at your earliest convenience. We also have forms that we need you to complete so that we can gather some more information about your child and your contact details. If you haven’t already done so, it would be appreciated if you could come to complete them as soon as possible. This can be done at any time when school is open or up to 5pm by prior arrangement.
Members of the Early Years Team are very excited about September and look forward to meeting you at one of our information meetings on Wednesday 3rd June.
