Phonics & pronunciation we will see:


• I IN IQUE ILLE

• IN sound in orangina

• I sound in petit, citron, frites, confiture, biscottes

• ON sound in couchon & mouton

• Silent letters: the letter ’s’ is not pronounced in ‘frites’ 

‘voudrais’ ‘prends’ ‘jus’ ‘biscottes’.

Grammar we will learn and revisit: Nouns, gender, 
articles/determiners and verbs

• To learn that nouns in French can have different 

articles based on their gender (masculine or feminine 
nouns)


• To look more closely at two indefinite articles/
determiners ‘un’ - masculine & ‘une’ - feminine


• To recognise 1st person singular of verb être - to be

a croissant some bread some cereal

some melba toast some butter some jam

an orange juice a hot chocolate a tea with milk

a black coffee a white coffee a lemon tea
